Mastering the Art of French Cooking was later published in the USA. Julia Child is well-liked by

my grandparents’ generation, which is why they decided to go and see this movie. | personally
find her annoying. In the movie, one day in 2002, the other main character — a New Yorker called
Julie Powell - decided to cook every recipe from Julia Child’s book and write a blog about it. And
that’s what the movie is about. Julie Powell is played by Amy Adams. | liked Amy Adams in this
movie. | have been a fan of blogger Julie Powell too and the actress made her funny. The first
main character is played by Meryl Streep. So, when | found out that she played Julia Child, she
became the reason | went to see the movie after all, because I'm her biggest fan.

What | find a bit annoying about the music is this: it is much sweeter than it needs to be. After
all, it isn't a romantic comedy, just a comedy about food.

In my opinion, Julie & Julia is a very good movie about food, French cooking, and relationships.
Anyone who likes French cuisine will enjoy watching it very much. And | even think that if

the cooking scenes were longer people who like to cook would enjoy watching the film most of
all. People who love cooking shows will love the comedy too. Some scenes, for example cutting
the onions fast or putting the lobsters in a pot, will be especially enjoyable for them.
